
Alessandro had visited this spot more than 50 ti-
mes, but he had never seen these conditions. The 
water had frozen to a rich blue, the first snowfall of 
the year edging the pond’s curves with a delicate 
beauty. Alessandro composed his image so that 
the sky and foreground would mirror each other, 
bisected by the dramatic Dolomites.

The Lagorai mountain range is formed of fine-grained volcanic 
rock. This makes the ground impermeable, so rainwater tends 
to sit on its surface, forming many lakes and ponds. The nearby 
Dolomites, once a geological mystery, are now known to have 
originated as ancient coral atolls, elevated to great heights over 
the past 60 million years.
